• Produce archive edits from existing content including GoPro footage, 
mic'd-up musician content and performance clips. 

• Create engaging video content from start to finish. 
• Work closely with the Digital Content Producer to develop edits and 

implement feedback. 
• Organise footage, project files and content archives to support future 

content production.
